ŘEŠENÍ
1.The Tower of London  is a fortress. It was founded as a royal palace, but later it was changed into a prison. Now there is a museum and you can see Crown Jewels there.
2. Westminster Abbey is one of the oldest and the most beautiful buildings in London and one of the most important religious centres in the country. Many kings and queens and famous people are buried in this church.

3. Westminster Palace is also known as the Houses of Parliament. It is the place where laws are debated and passed. A light in the clock tower tells when the House of Commons is in session.

4. Big Ben is one of the most famous landmarks in the world. Officially it doesn´t refer to the whole clocktower, but to the huge thirteen ton bell.
5. Buckingham Palace is one of the most popular landmarks in London. It is the London home of the British Royal family. The 600 room palace is surrounded by extremely large garden.

6. Canary Wharf Tower is the tallest building in the UK. It is also known as One Canada Square and it is more than 200 hundred meters high.
7. St Paul´s Cathedral with its large dome was originally built in 7th century. It was rebuilt after the Great Fire of London in 17th century.The dome of the cathedral is the second biggest dome in the world.

8. The Millenium Dome is the largest  dome in the world. It can accomodate the Eiffel Tower placed horizontally. It was built on the Greenwich Meridian to commemorate new millenium.
9. The London Eye is the biggest ferris wheel in the world and it will carry 800 passengers  at a time.

10. Trafalgar Square was built to commemorate the Lord Nelson´s victory at the Battle of Trafalgar. There is Nelson´s Column with four giant bronze lions and thousands of pigeons.
11. Tower Bridge with its two Gothic Towers it is best-known bridge in London. It is the only movable bridge in London. 
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
